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Recent archaeological studies indicate that as early as 10,00peBfle lived on the
southern short of the Caspian, one of the few regions of the world wttoindang to
mankind to engage on agriculture and animal husbandry.

Though the history of Iran is long and complex, its shape is determined bigehend
fall of successive dynasties- with intervals of chaos and confusion.

The Persian Empire, the Medes, the Assyrian Kingdom, the Macedotiianduns, the
Sassanians, the Arabs, the Seljuks and Mongols, the Timurids andfahelSaall held
sway here at one time or another.

In the 8" century BC Cyrus the Great founded the Persian Empire, which wiasyeels

in 330 BC by Alexander the Great. In succeeding centuries, Peasianwaded by the
Parthians, the Arabs, the Mongols and various Turkish dynasties. Adt&rab conquest

in the middle of the 7 century, the ancient Persian religion of Zoroastrianism gave way
to Islam.

Persia continued to be overrun by foreign powers for another thousand yeaeljuk
Turks arrived in the M century, followed by the Mongols under Genghis Khan and his
grandson Hulagu Khan in the M @entury and Tamerlane (Timur) in the™dentury.
Another Turkish dynasty, the Safavids, took control in tHe ctury, only to be ousted
by yet another Turkish tribe, the Qajar, in th& t8ntury.

The Safavids belonged to a Sufi religious order and made Shigm Igle official
religion of Iran, undertaking a major conversion campaign of Iranian iisisIThe
Safavid dynasty reached its height during the reign of Shah AB{a§87-1629). It was
during his reign that Persia once again came to be known in Europsugeraower,
because it was the greatest opponent of the Ottomans, and thesavad Europe, the
Ottomans being too occupied on the east fighting Iran to make headway in the west.

In 18" -19" centuries Iran fall under the increasing pressure of Europeons)a
particularly the Russian Empire and the Great Britain. The disg@feril in early 1900s
intensified the rivalry of the Great Britain and Russia for paover the nationAfter the
World War F'Iran was admitted to the League of Nations as an original member.

In 1921 Reza Khan, an army officer, established a military dictapordde was
subsequently elected hereditary Shah, thus ending the Qajar dynasty and founding the
new Pahlavi dynasty.

In 1963 Iran’s most important religious nation-wide uprising led bytélish Khomeine,
took place in protest to the so-called White Revolution.

After the victory of the Islamic Revolution of 1979 the shah was overthawd Iran,

officially renamed the Islamic Republic of Iran, became a ttaiocrstate. The
Constitution of 1979 designated Ayatollah Khomeini as the pious jurigaqgin (the
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policy guide and ultimate decision-maker). April 1,979 became tlanis| Republic
Day.

Iran comprises a land area of over 1.6 million square Km (the 17tfirgan the world

by land area). It is located in south west of Asia and is onleeoimiddle-east countries.
Iran lies down the northern temperate zone, between latitudes 2% dgrorth and 39
degrees 47' north and between longitude 44 degree 02' east and 63 degrast 20' e
Iran is bounded by Turkmenistan, Caspian Sea, Azerbaijan, and Armeitia Niorth,
Afghanistan and Pakistan on the East, Oman Sea and Persian GulfSmutheand Iraq

and Turkey on the West. Totally Iran has a border of 8731 km of which 27@® Kor
water borders and 6031 km for land borders.

The highest point in Iran is MouBtamavandoeing 5610 meters high.

The longest river is thiarun river being 890 kilometers long (only navigable
river).

The largest lake is therumiyeh Lakeawvith an area of 4868 kilometers.

The largest island iQeshmwith an area of 1891 squar kilometers.

Bahman(11th Feb)Tehranis the capital of Iran.

Iran consists of rugged, mountainous rims surrounding high interior basingndihe
mountain chain is th&agros Mountains, a series of parallel ridges interspersed with
plains that bisect the country from northwest to southeast. Many pedke Zagros
exceed 3,000 meters above sea level, and in the south-central retliercotintry there
are at least five peaks that are over 4,000 metkss.the Zagros continue into
southeastern Iran, the average elevation of the peaks declinegidadiynto under 1,500
meters. Rimming th€aspianSea littoral is another chain of mountains, the narrow but
high Alborz Mountains. Volcanic MounbDamavand(5,600 meters), located in the center
of the Alborz, is not only the country's highest peak but also the highest mountaie on t
Eurasianlandmass west of thdindu Kush

The center of Iran consists of several closed basins thattedlly are referred to as the
Central Plateau. The average elevation of this plateau is abouted8snbut several of
the mountains that tower over the plateau exceed 3,000 meters. Tdra @ast of the
plateau is covered by two salt deserts,Dlasht-e Kavirand theDasht-e Lut Except for
some scattered oases, these deserts are uninhabited.
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Iran has only two expanses of lowlands: Kteuzestanplain in the southwest and the
Caspian Sea coastal plain in the north. The former is a roughly triangulaedha
extension of the Mesopotamia plain and averages about 160 kilometers Imn kidt
extends for about 120 kilometers inland, barely rising a few meters abavevel, and
then meets abruptly with the first foothills of thagros Much of theKhuzestarplain is
covered with marshes. ThHeaspianplain is both longer and narrower. It extends for
some 640 kilometers along th@aspian shore, but its widest point is less than 50
kilometers, while at some places less than 2 kilometersatepghe shore from th&lborz
foothills. ThePersian Gulfcoast south okhuzestarand theGulf of Omancoast have no
real plains because t@@agrosin these areas come right down to the shore.

There are no major rivers in the country. Of the small siard streams, the only one
that is navigable is the&Karun, which shallow- draft boats can negotiate from
Khorramshahrto Ahvaz a distance of about 180 kilometers. Several other permanent
rivers and streams also drain into #ersian Gulf while a number of small rivers that
originate in the northweste#agrosor Alborz drain into theCaspianSea. On the Central
Plateau, numerous rivers, most of which have dry beds for the gredter gae year,
form from snow melting in the mountains during the spring and flow throughgpent
channels, draining eventually into salt lakes that also tend to dry ugdbe summer
months. There is a permanent salt lake, Ldkaia (the traditional name, also cited as
Lake Urmiyeh to which it has reverted after being called LaRezaiyehunder
Mohammad Reza Shah), in the northwest, whose brine content is tom Isigiport fish
or most other forms of aquatic life. There are also several cmthealt lakes along the
Iran-Afghanistan border in the provinceRdiluchestan va Sistan

The CaspianSea is the largest enclosed body of water on Earth by area, wadtassled
as the world’s largest lake or a full-fledged sea. It hasrfiase area of 371,000 square
kilometers (143,244 sq mi) and a volume of 78,200 cubic kilometers (18,76J.dtiimi
an endorheic basin (it has an no outflows), and is bounded by soRh&s@ western
Kazakhstarand Turkmenistannortherniran, and easterdzerbaijan It has a maximum
depth of about 1025 meters (3,363 ft).

The Persian Gulf in the Southwest Asian region, is an extension of the Indian Ocean
located between Iran and the Arabian Peninsula. It has many good figloimgds,
extensive coral reefs, and abundant pearl oysters, but its ecologgrhasinder pressure
from industrialization, and in particular, petroleum spillages duhegecent wars in the
region.

The inland sea of some 251,000 ksrconnected to the Gulf of Oman in the east by the
Strait of Hormuz; and its western end is marked by the majar disiéa of the Shatt al-
Arab, which carries the waters of the Euphrates and the Tigsislength is 989
kilometers, with Iran covering most of the northern coast and SaubliaAnaost of the
southern coast. The gulf is about 56 kilometers wide at its nastpwethe Strait of
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Hormuz. The waters are overall very shallow, with a maximum dept@ ofeers and an
average depth of 50 meters.

Iran has a continental type of climate, with cold winters ardileot summers prevalent
across the plateau. On the plateau, the annual rainfall doesceetde30 cnf12 in), with
the deserts and the Persian Gulf littoral receiving less thaoml@ in). Snow falls
heavily on the mountain peaks and is the principal source of wateridation in spring
and early summer. The Caspian littoral is warm and humid througheytear, and the
annual rainfall is from about 100 to 150 ¢40-60 in). Clear days are the rule, for the
skies are cloudless more than half the days of each year. Humsehange abruptly. By
the Persian New Year, the first day of spring, orchards are in béoahwild flowers
abound. The Tehran temperature ranges from (343F), the average low, to an average
high of 7 C(45 F) in January, and from an average minimum of 22 C(72 & taverage
maximum of 37 C(99 F) in July.

Modern Persian is the official language of Iran. An anciemlijelanguage, Persian was
written in the Pahlavi script before the Arab conquest in ﬂﬁé:éhtury. A new form
written in the Arabic script developed during tHeahd 18' centuries; this is the basis of
the Modern Persian language used today. As recently as 1950 thersewena distinct
dialects of spoken Persian, but due to the spread of public education and hnoedicas
a standard spoken form, with minor regional accent, has evolved, Imgarignages of
minority groups that have their own publications and broadcast progralonsazeri (a
Turkic language of the Altaic family), Kurdish, Arabic, and Armenian.

The major export products such as mineral products, food products, carfsthipis
caviar, skin and leather, handicrafts, cloths etc. follow petrglegas, oil and
petrochemical products exports.

The major import items include base metals, vehicles, chenpicaducts, heavy
machineries, animal and vegetable fats, and plastics.

There have been 17501771 families in 2006, of which 12405584 units reside in urban and
5074866 families in rural areas. 21321 families have been reported unsettled households.
